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1. Purpose
This procedure describes what to do when an injury occurs on the farm and how to record the injury for a food safety plan
2. Scope
This procedure applies to all farm personnel including farm owners, employees, and farm visitors.
3. Responsibility
Everyone on the farm should know what to do when an injury occurs and what record keeping needs to be filed for the farm food safety plan
4. Materials
· First Aid Kit
· Water
· Soap
· Single Use Paper Towels
· Telephone for 9-1-1

· Injury reporting log

5. Procedure
This procedure to be completed in the event of an injury.  Variation in response is directly related to the extent of the injury. 
1. Determine the extent of the injury.  If life threatening or severe, dial 9-1-1 and wait for emergency personnel while assisting the injured person as best as possible.
2. If injury is a cut or scrap, thoroughly wash the area with soap and water.  Apply antibacterial ointment and a bandage. If the cut is on the hands, wear a clean disposable glove if you are handling fresh produce.  
3. Notify the farm owner (supervisor) to make him aware of the injury.

4. Check the area where the injury occurred.  If blood is present, wash the area to remove the blood.  If blood contacted any fresh produce, throw the produce away.
5. Record injury details on the injury reporting log.
